Mounting: (order separately)

1. Cutout a hole 8 1/8” in the drywall.

2. Install MOUNTING FRAME using ADJUSTABLE
MOUNTING BRACKET, as shown in the Fig.1 ,Fig.2
and Fig.3.

3. Adjust MOUNTING FRAME to the proper height by
loosening the wing nuts on both adjustable brackets and
setting the MOUNTING FRAME so that the bottom edge

5. For Romex, pry open the knock out and push the wire
through the clamp plate inside. .
